Graduation
Upon successful completion of course requirements, graduates will receive a Certificate of
Completion as an RYT® 500.

Frequently Asked Questions

Does my RYT 200 have to come from UpDog Yoga?
No. It can come from any Registered Yoga School (RYS).

Does my RYT 200 have to be registered with the Yoga Alliance?
Yes. You must have a current, valid registration number with the Yoga Alliance.

When/where does training take place?

All training will take place at UpDog Yoga in downtown Rochester (except for the Retreat).
Training will occur roughly 3-4 days per month over the 5- to 6-month run of the program
(typically on Saturdays, or Saturday/Sunday micro-intensives).

How does the Study Buddy Discount work?
You and your best yoga friend(s) want to take training together. You sign up at the same time and
save big time.

Is student housing available for the dates of Training?
Limited housing for out-of-town students is available. Contact duane@updogyoga.com for info.

Do | have to attend the Bridge Program?
Yes, with one exception: if you have already received your 200-hour RYT directly from UpDog
Yoga School for Teachers, you may be eligible to skip the bridge program.

Do | have to attend every session?

You are encouraged to attend every session, however, life sometimes happens. If you know up
front that you will be missing a few sessions, please mention these dates during your interview so
that make-up time can be arranged for the sessions you miss.

What if 1 pay in full prior to the start of training?
Students paying tuition in full prior to March 1, 2012 receive additional savings of 5% (3% if paid
in full prior to March 22, 2012).

Where/when is the Retreat?

The Retreat will take place in Northern Michigan around Memorial Day. Traditionally, this has
taken place at locations like the Les Cheneaux Islands in Michigan’s scenic Eastern Upper Peninsula,
Song of the Morning Ranch in Pigeon River, Michigan, etc. Exact timing and location for the
Memorial Day retreat TBA.
